Please review the following details about the program:

Eligible: All students regardless of income status.
When: Served every morning 8:45 AM to 9:00 AM (There are no breakfasts served during

school delays.)
Location: Kreutz Creek Cafeteria

Menu: Breakfast menu is printed on the back of the lunch menu for easy access. Cold food
items such as cereal are offered everyday with the exception of Wednesday when a
hot meal is prepared. Milk, fruit, and juice are offered daily.

Cost: The price of breakfast is $.75 per day. Those students eligible for free and reduced
priced lunches also qualify for free and reduced priced breakfast @ $ .30.
Participants are encouraged to purchase a five day ticket the first day of the school
week.

Supervision: Provided by the staff as needed.
